EXPERIENCE:
October, 1989 to Present: Environmental Compliance Administrator, City of Goshen, Indiana‑ Responsible charge of all aspects of USEPA-approved Industrial Pretreatment program including permitting, monitoring and inspecting.  I was instrumental in bringing the City of Goshen into compliance with pretreatment requirements.

           


I have a working knowledge of pretreatment technologies, wastewater treatment management techniques, OSHA requirements, administrative skills, and personal computers including software such as Excel, MSOffice, Windows, MSWord, Access, PowerPoint and others.

            
I was the City Coordinator of the Household Hazardous Waste collection program begun in 1990.  I was involved in the planning and development of all phases of the collection program including equipment procurement, site selection and volunteer coordination.  As an MPA candidate, I wrote and published a project paper examining the feasibility of developing a permanent household hazardous waste collection program in the City of Goshen. This project examined such areas as budgeting, liability, political considerations and interest of the clientele and was utilized in program development by the City.

          


I am in complete responsible charge of all phases of environmental compliance for all departments of the City of Goshen. This includes USEPA and state regulations, hazardous waste disposal, spill cleanups and all other environmentally related issues. I manage the City’s land application of biosolids program which controls all phases of land application of wastewater biosolids to more than 1000 acres of privately-owned cropland. I was also involved in assisting the city in the development and implementation of a Long Term Control Plan for Combined Sewer Overflows and also the development of a Stormwater Management Plan.




Some of my other duties include on‑site coordination of the city HazCom program to meet OSHA requirements, the development of computer applications for other departments within the city, training in HazCom and Industrial Pretreatment and acting as an advisor to city officials and industrial representatives on environmental regulations and issues. I assisted in the development of the City of Goshen’s OSHA compliance programs, including Bloodborne Pathogens, Lockout/Tagout and Confined Space Entry.




July, 1997 to Present:
I have performed contracted consultation in the areas of industrial and semi-public wastewater treatment plant operation and municipal pretreatment program development for various clients including Westview School Corporation, Topeka, Indiana; The Town of Middlebury, Indiana; The City of Peru, Indiana; the City of Warsaw, Indiana; the City of Angola, Indiana; Vestil Manufacturing, Angola, Indiana and Freudenberg NOK, Ligonier, Indiana. Some of my services included completion and signing of Monthly Report of Operation forms, consultation on proper operation techniques, consultation on proper inspection and monitoring methods for pretreatment programs and assistance on applications for discharge permits, among others. In addition to assisting with the development of a sewer use ordinance and the issuance of permits, I also was involved in the monitoring and inspection of the industries and developed many of the procedures used in the program at the current time.  I had responsible charge of the program for two years and had achieved 100% compliance with all applicable requirements during that period.
